OBSERVATIONS REFERRED TO IN THE AUDIT REPORT

1. Upfront Recurring Grant of Rs.2,51,49,997/- for payment of salaries and Grant in aid of Rs,4,64,097/-
for Training Expenditure (ESDP/EAP/MDP) are received from central government during the financial
year 2023-24 and shown in the Income & Expenditure A/c as revenue grants.

2. A Single Bank account is maintained to receive Grant-in-Aid Salaries and non-recurring grants other
incomes. So we are unable to comment upon which part of the income or grant is utilized towards
expenditure of current year.

3. Fixed Assets received by way of non-monetary grants (other than towards the Corpus Fund),
capitalized at values stated, by corresponding credit to TCSP and Assets shown in balance sheet are
excluding GST. Corresponding GST is claimed as ITC and shown as loans and advances.

4. Grant of Rs.44, 71,623 /- received by way of monetary grants (other than Corpus Fund), received
from CITD-Hyderabad for purchase of fixed assets, out of which Rs.16, 99,923/- were paid during the
current year for purchase of fixed assets.

5. Depreciation on opening balance of building fund in not claimed as it is not in the name of MSME
Technology center.

6. We observed the change in method of Accounting treatment in the books of accounts where the
amount of depreciation on the assets received as grants during the financial year 2022-23 has been
debited to TCSP and charge to grants received , and the amount of depreciation on those assets were
claimed as expenditure which were purchased from own funds. Now total amount of Depreciation of
Rs.2, 69, 10,238/~ charged to Profit & Loss account in the previous year.

7. The Sundry Debtors, Sundry Creditors, Deposits, Cash and Bank balance and Fee Receivables are
subject to confirmation.

8. Self-made vouchers were produced for our verification for most of the expenses.
9. Duties and Taxes are subject to Reconciliation.

10. The figures from the previous year have not been re-grouped or re-classified to reflect the current
year's adjustments.

Accounting Convention
The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention unless otherwise stated on the

accrual method of accounting. The Accounting principles not specifically mentioned here are in accordance and
in consistence with generally accepted accounting policies.
1. Fixed Assets
1.1 Fixed assets are shown at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties, taxes and incidental and
direct expenses related to acquisition exclusive of GST.
1.2 Fixed Assets received by way of non-monetary grants (other than towards the Corpus Fund), capitalized at
values stated, by corresponding credit to TCSP.
1.3 Grant received towards purchase of fixed asset Is shown under Capital/Corpus fund
2. Changein Depreciation treatment
2.1 In the financial year 2023-24, the organization revised its approach to accounting for depreciation.
Previously, for the financial year 2022-23, depreciation was calculated using the Written down Value
(W.D.V) method in accordance with the rates outlined in the Income Tax Act of 1961. The depreciation
amount of X2, 92, 60,697 claimed during FY 2022-23 was recorded as a debit to the TCSP-Capital fund. Going
forward, depreciation for the current year of Rs.2, 69, 10,238/- will now be debited to the income and
expenditure account.
Reason for Change: Based on the information and explanations provided by management, they initially
lacked details regarding the ownership of the assets received from TCSP. However, they have since obtained
clarification on the ownership of these assets.
e Current Year Impact: Adopting the new accounting policy will result in a debit of X2, 69, 10,238/-
to the income and expenditure account, reflecting the current year's depreciation on fixed assets.
e Prior Year Adjustment: In FY 2022-23, we debited the depreciation to the TCSP-Capital fund. This
resulted in an adjustment of X2, 92, 60,697/- debited to the income and expenditure account,
contributing to a deficit for that financial year.

3.2 Recurring Grants of the current year are considered as Income.
